PAYMENT POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Welcome to my practice and thank you for choosing me for your neuropsychological and psychological evaluation needs. Before we begin, please read through your new patient packet as there are several very important policies I would like to make you aware of regarding my professional services and business policies.  Please read it carefully and note any questions that you might have so that we can discuss them.  Once you sign the Payment Policies and Procedures form, it constitutes a binding agreement between us.

Neuropsychological and Psychological Evaluations: 
I administer neuropsychological and psychological evaluations in order to assess cognitive and emotional functioning of children, adolescents and adults.  The reasons for the evaluations vary but can include the evaluation of learning disorders, attention deficit disorders or other developmental disorders, sequelae of head trauma or other medical conditions, and emotional issues that may be interfering with an individual’s ability to achieve at a level consistent with ability.  Developmental pediatricians, physicians, educational consultants, school administrators and attorneys make referrals for my services.   

The evaluations consist of the following components: 

· Clinical interview, developmental and family history

· Review of records, including previous testing

· Testing sessions to be determined by the questions addressed in the evaluation

· Classroom observation if needed

· Scoring, interpretation and written report

· Discussion of results

· Consultation with other professionals, as needed

The written report includes recommendations for treatment, possible institutional/educational accommodations and referrals to other professionals as needed.

Professional Fees and Payment: 
The fee for a neuropsychological battery is $250.00 an hour. I charge for the direct time spent with you to gather a developmental history, neuropsychological testing of your child, scoring, interpretation, and the written report and telephone conversations with other professionals made at your request. Attendance at meetings such as IEP’s, 504 Meetings and/or classroom observations are also billed at the rate of $250.00 an hour. 
In addition to administering neuropsychological evaluations, there is sometimes a need for psychological testing, which assesses emotional functioning. Psychological assessments help identify the nature of the conflicts your child might be experiencing and looks at interpersonal relationships, defenses, coping skills and affect. It can frequently help answer questions about depression and anxiety. When psychological testing is requested, there are additional per hour charges.  

Payment is due as follows for direct services and scoring, interpretation and written report. A payment of $375.00 is due when we meet to discuss your child’s developmental history. On the first day of testing, a payment of $2500.00, which covers 8 hours of testing and 2 hours of scoring, is due. At the time we meet to discuss the results, the remaining payment is due. This ranges from 7 to 9 hours of my time and includes the written report, discussion of results with you and discussion of results with your child. The final copy of the written report will be sent to you approximately two to three weeks after we meet as I frequently find that important information is discussed at the time we review results and information needs to be added to the report. 

In case of cancellation, I require one weeks notice otherwise I will need to charge $375.00 unless I can schedule the time I have reserved for you.

Insurance Reimbursement: 
I prepare Statements for insurance purposes but insurance companies frequently do not cover neuropsychological or psychological evaluations. You should read carefully the section in your insurance coverage booklet which describes mental health services including testing. Sometimes testing is covered under medical benefits depending on diagnosis. If you have questions, you should call your plan and inquire. I will provide you with whatever information I can, based on my experience. You should also be aware that most insurance agreements require you to authorize me to provide a clinical diagnosis, and sometimes a copy of the report. All insurance companies claim to keep such information confidential, but once it is in their hands, I have no control over what they do with it.    

Confidentiality: 
In general, the confidentiality of all communications between a client and the psychologist is protected by law and I can only release information about our work to others with your written permission.  

There are a number of exceptions.  In most judicial proceedings, you have the right to prevent me from providing any information about the evaluation.  In some circumstances such as child custody proceedings, workers compensation claims and other legal proceedings, a judge may require my testimony if he/she determines that resolution of the issues before him/her demands it.

Communication: Appointments are made by talking with me directly on the telephone. I do not to use 
e mail for most communications.
